Tree removal and stump grinding
is approximately 85% complete.

At the Activity Center, steel contractors continue to work on the roof decking and will begin to erect the steel for
the mezzanine on Friday. The plumbing contractor is installing the PVC pipes for the roof drains. Contractors for
the pre-cast panels continue to grout and patch the panel lifting areas and welding joints.
