Staff Recommendation:
Staff does not recommend the sale of any land at Sportsman’s Country Club to the resident living at 1219
Stratford Place, Northbrook.

Background and Analysis:
On April 4, 2019 staff was contacted by Rachel Arai who lives at 1219 Stratford Place asking if the Park
District would be willing to sell land behind her home for a future home addition.

Parks & Planning and Golf staff met, and it was determined the land in question was a landing zone for
the 15™ tee and there had been resident concerns in this area of errant golf balls. It was with this
knowledge that it was determined bringing the property line closer to the fairway was not the prudent
course of action and that such a request would not be a recommendation of staff.

May 16, 2020, Ms. Arai reached out to Board President Randel and Executive Director Hamer with a
formal written request asking the Board to consider a potential sale. For your review a copy of the initial
email, subsequent emails and a Google Earth view of the property location is attached.

AN ORDINANCE DECLARING CERTAIN NORTHBROOK PARK DISTRICT
PERSONAL PROPERTY AS SURPLUS AND AUTHORIZING SALE OR DISPOSAL

WHEREAS, the Northbrook Park District, Cook County, lllinois (the “District’) has
accumulated certain personal property (the “Property”) which has been used for various park
and recreation purposes including:

WHEREAS, the District has determined that the Property is beyond its useful service
life; and

WHEREAS, Section 8-22 of the lllinois Park District Code provides as follows:

“Whenever a park district owns any personal property that in the opinion of three fifths of
the members of the board then holding office is no longer necessary, useful to, or for the best
interests of the park district, three-fifths of the park board then holding office, at any regular
meeting or at any special meeting called for that purpose, by ordinance, may authorize the
conveyance or sale of the personal property in any manner that they may designate, with or
without advertising the sale”; and

WHEREAS, this ordinance is being considered at a regular meeting of the Board of Park
Commissioners of the District.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF PARK
COMMISSIONERS OF THE NORTHBROOK PARK DISTRICT AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. It is hereby found and determined by the Board of Park Commissioners

that the Property is no longer necessary, useful to, or for the best interest of the District.

Section 2. That the District hereby authorizes staff to sell, trade, transfer, donate or
convey the Property as follows:

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Section 3. The Property shall be conveyed in “as is condition” without any
warranties, express or implied at the time the benefactor takes possession of the Property.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon passage and
approval by a three-fifths majority of the members of this Board of Park Commissioners.

Section 5. All prior ordinances, resolutions, motions, orders or policies in conflict
herewith, be and the same hereby are, repealed to the extent the conflict herewith.

Section 6. If any clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or
unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction or by operation of any applicable law, it shall
not affect the validity of any other clause or provision, which shall remain in full force and effect.
