Staff recommends Moore Landscapes, LLC as the District’s bid documents specifically state that the contractor bidder
must have experience in performing, must have successfully performed, and is still actively engaged in mowing athletic
fields and high visibility sites.

Concerns with the low bid from Gilio Landscape Contractors are as follows:

e Gilio was the lowest bidder, with an original bid of $38,920 and corrected amount of $48,328 (corrected
amount is due to Gilio’s failure to include a portion of the bid in the original bid amount).

e Despite the bid submission requirements, Gilio did not provide any references regarding experience
mowing athletic fields and high visibility sites, even after Gilio was questioned on this issue.

e The results of the references conducted on Gilio were mixed. Based on these references, whether Gilio
can perform the services as required by the specifications for this project is questionable.

e Additionally, the difference between Gilio’s bid and the next three lowest bidders is substantial and may
be indicative of the services Gilio will provide.

Moore Landscapes, LLC has been our mowing contractor at these sites for the past three years, they have performed
well, are responsive to our requests for additional mowing services and provide quality workmanship.
