COMMISSIONERS OF THE NORTHBROOK PARK DISTRICT AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. It is hereby found and determined by the Board of Park Commissioners
that the Property is no longer necessary, useful to, or for the best interest of the District.

If any clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or
unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction or by operation of any applicable law, it shall
not affect the validity of any other clause or provision, which shall remain in full force and effect.

Background

At the March 15, 2021 Parks and Properties Committee Meeting, we discussed and later approved a six (6) month
extension to the Cell Tower Agreement with PSC PrimeCo, L.P. This was the second six (6) month extension granted as
PSC PrimeCo, L.P. was struggling to gain all of the necessary permits to construct a new tower. This second extension
moved the expiration date from March 31, 2021 to September 30, 2021.

Since that time, staff has been working with PrimeCo, L.P. as they assemble their demolition plans in preparation to

bid the removal project. PSC PrimeCo, L.P. originally asked for an additional six (6) month extension and have now
revised the request for an additional two (2) month extension to November 30, 2021.

Staff recommends that the Site Agreement Extension be moved to the full Board for consideration.
